Description of content:  The proposal is aimed at authorizing the Administration to add the JAR-OPS note to the Air Operator Certificate, rather than making the said JAR-OPS regulations compulsory under Belgian regulations, an issue that will be resolved during the next amendment of these J.A.R.s in Annex II to Community Regulation 3922/91.


Strictly speaking, therefore, no technical regulation is contained in this proposal but, due to the reference made to the JAR-OPS, it was judged preferable to follow the notification procedure in order to avoid any future controversy.

Objective and rationale, including the nature of urgent problems where applicable: 


Several Member States are already implementing the JAR-OPS standards.  The proposal will allow Belgian operators meeting these standards – on an entirely voluntary basis – to receive official recognition for doing so, after verification by the administration that they fulfil the necessary technical requirements, and enable these companies to be competitive in the European market.
