Description of content:  In the scope of the Market Forces, Deregulation and Legislative Quality Project, the Marketing Board for Dairy Products has included in the Dairy Products Regulation 1997 concerning milk, milk products and dairy products (notified under number 97/0857/NL), regulations relating to milk, milk products and dairy products whose implementation was considered to be necessary.  Provisions relating to labelling, content capacity, and the product temperatures of dairy products are included in the Regulation.  As a consequence of Article 6 of the Dairy Products Regulation 1997 concerning milk, milk products and dairy products, these provisions do not apply to goods that originate from a Member State of the European Union, and have been brought onto the market there in accordance with the law.

Objective and rationale, including the nature of urgent problems where applicable:  In the meantime, practice has shown that there is a need within the industry for a content capacity of 330 ml for dairy products.  In the case of the present draft Regulation this content capacity is added to the series of existing content capacities.  For the record it is noted that the provision relating to mutual recognition included in Article 6 of the Dairy Products Regulation 1997 concerning milk, milk products and dairy products also applies to this content capacity of 330 ml.
