The following communication, dated 2 May 2007, is being circulated at the request of the Delegation of Nigeria.

The Government of the Federal Republic of Nigeria wishes to notify the Committee on Anti-Dumping Practices that Nigeria has not undertaken any anti-dumping or countervailing measures since 1998.  The existing legislation Customs Duties (Dumped and Subsidies Goods) Act 1958, which provides for imposition of special duty on any good, deemed to be dumped or subsidised by any company or Government authority outside Nigeria has therefore not been used.  Nigeria recognises the need to protect local industries from dumping and unfair competition within the framework of the remedies provided for by the WTO.  Accordingly, a bill on anti-dumping and countervailing measures is under preparation to streamline the Act with Nigeria's WTO obligations.  This notification covers the period up to 2006.
