The following statement under Article 15.2 of the Agreement on Technical Barriers to Trade has been received from the Democratic Republic of the Congo.

1. The Government of the Democratic Republic of the Congo accepted with effect from January 1997 the Agreement Establishing the World Trade Organization, together with the Agreements and associated legal instruments contained in Annexes 1, 2 and 3 (including the Agreement on Technical Barriers to Trade).
2. The Ministry of Foreign Trade is responsible in general terms for ensuring strict compliance with the obligations entered into under the Agreements.  The Ministry is the focal point for disseminating information to the authorities of the ministries and organizations concerned on the Democratic Republic of the Congo's obligations under the Agreement on Technical Barriers to Trade. 3. Notices concerning technical regulations or the rules and regulations relating to certification prepared by the Government are published in ministerial decrees in order to inform the public in accordance with the provisions of Articles 11, 12 and 13 of Law No. 73/009 of 17 January 1973.

4. The Congolese Supervisory Office is responsible for controlling the quality, quantity, price and conformity of products for import and for export.  International and other standards are adopted only if they are deemed to be applicable to the situation in the Democratic Republic of the Congo.

5. The standards of the Congolese Supervisory Office (OCC) are not mandatory, except for those which are incorporated into the technical regulations of the Ministries on the grounds of public health and public safety.
6. The Congolese Supervisory Office is the enquiry point for standardization and certification.  Its address is:
