5. Description of the measure:


The first law seeks to regulate, control and sanction persons involved in the smuggling of migrants to national territory.


The main aim of the second law is to promote the repatriation of Nicaraguan citizens residing abroad by granting them a series of benefits expressly established therein and, in particular, exempting them from the payment of import duties and other taxes on the importation of household goods and a new or used motor vehicle, in accordance with the requirements and procedures established by this law.  These benefits are granted on a one‑off basis to any family nucleus made up of Nicaraguans who have resided abroad and wish to return to the country, provided that they have lived abroad for at least the five years preceding the entry into force of this law.


These benefits are also granted to families of which at least one head of household is a Nicaraguan national, who wish to return to the country and who meet all of the requirements laid down in this law.
