(1)	Based on a "debt financing method." A long term interest rate is applied to the outstanding unpaid balance of capital investment by the Government in irrigation facilities to obtain the subsidy. Irrigators repay the principal but not the interest on the project debt.
(2)	Whole-Farm Revenue Protection (WFRP) policies insure revenue of the entire farm rather than an individual crop by guaranteeing a percentage of average gross revenue.
(3)	The 2018 Farm Act (P.L. 115-334) reauthorized PLC, ARC-CO, or ARC-IC. ARC-CO and PLC could be elected separately for base acres of each historical commodity on a farm. No production is required to receive ARC-CO or PLC payments. ARC-CO provides payments when county-level revenue for the covered commodity falls below the rolling average benchmark; PLC provides payments when the national average price for the covered commodity falls below the statutory reference price for that commodity. In both cases, payments, if triggered, are made on 85% of base acres of the covered commodity. ARC-IC election automatically covered all historical base on a farm. (7)	Provides direct loans, loan guarantees, and grants to farmers, ranchers, and small rural businesses to purchase renewable energy systems and make energy efficiency improvements. Reauthorized under the 2018 Farm Act (P.L. 115-334).
(8)	Provides payments to reimburse higher costs for transportation of agricultural inputs and commodities faced by geographically disadvantaged producers in Hawaii, Alaska, Puerto Rico, Guam, American Samoa, the Northern Mariana Islands, Micronesia, the Marshall Islands, Palau, and the US Virgin Islands. Reauthorized under the 2018 Farm Act (P.L. 115-334).
(9)	Wildlife and Hurricane Indemnity Program (WHIP): WHIP covered production losses due to hurricanes, wildfires, and other weather-related losses during 2017. WHIP+ covered production losses due to these natural disasters in calendar year 2018 and 2019. Producers must have suffered a loss due to an eligible disaster event in a primary county that received a qualifying Presidential Emergency Disaster Declaration or Secretarial Disaster Designation or have experienced an extreme or exceptional drought. Eligible commodities include crops, trees, bushes, and vines. Includes block grants to Alabama and North Carolina. WHIP and WHIP+ payments to producers for eligible uninsured commodities are included in supporting table DS:1.
(10)	The Market Facilitation Program (MFP) provides payments to producers of commodities that were significantly impacted by trade retaliation. This program is authorized under Section 5 of the Commodity Credit Corporation (CCC) Charter Act (P.L. 80-772 as amended) to help farmers manage disrupted markets, deal with surplus commodities, and expand and develop new markets at home and abroad. The 2019 MFP for non-specialty crops was paid on total acreage of those eligible crops, subject to a cap, using a single county-level payment rate. Eligible non-specialty crops included: alfalfa hay, barley, canola, corn, crambe, dried beans, dry peas, extra-long staple cotton, flaxseed, lentils, long grain and medium grain rice, millet, mustard seed, oats, peanuts, rapeseed, rye, safflower, sesame seed, small and large chickpeas, sorghum, soybeans, sunflower seed, temperate japonica rice, triticale, upland cotton, and wheat.
(11)	The Coronavirus Food Assistance Program (CFAP) provided direct payments to producers of eligible commodities who faced market disruptions due to COVID-19. Program is authorized by the CARES Act (P.L. 116-136) and Section 5 of the Commodity Credit Corporation (CCC) Charter Act (P.L. 80-772). CFAP 2 payments for sales commodities, which cover a broad range of products, were calculated using a sales-based approach based on a producer's total 2019 sales of all eligible commodities. CFAP sales commodities include fruits and vegetables, nursery crops and floriculture, other livestock, tobacco, goat milk, mink, mohair, pullets, turfgrass sod, wool, and other eligible commodities. The Consolidated Appropriations Act, 2021 (P.L. 116-260) authorized an additional payment based on a single payment rate for all row crops eligible for CFAP 2 payments. The eligible row crops are all food and feed grains, oil crops, fiber crops, sugar beets, and sugarcane.
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
