Government of Georgia wishes to notify that Georgia's import licensing regime, as notified in document G/LIC/N/3/GEO/4 has not been modified and still remains valid for 2016, except for the following changes and additions:

Outline of Systems
There have been institutional changes in some Government Entities:
In the Ministry of Energy and Natural Resources the part of Natural Resources was excluded from the Ministry and transferred to the Ministry of Environment which eventually resulted in the following two entities:

Ministry of Energy;

-
Ministry of Environment and Natural Resources.

These changes were implemented pursuant to Georgian Law on the Amendments to the Law of Georgia on Government Structure, Authority and Code of Conduct.

Following the above-mentioned changes, the Ministry of Energy does not issue any type of importation licence or permission on any product.

Purposes and Coverage of Licensing
In case of importation of Dual Use Items the licence was previously granted by the Ministry of Economy and Sustainable Development of Georgia. Pursuant to the Law of Georgia on Control of Military and Dual Use Items which was adopted in November 2013, the Licence of Importation of Dual Use Items nowadays is granted by the Legal Entity of Public Law Revenue Service of the Ministry of Finance of Georgia.
