The following communication under Article 15.2 of the Agreement on Technical Barriers to Trade, dated 6 June 2018, has been received from the delegation of Afghanistan.

Pursuant to Article 15.2 of the Agreement, the Government of the Islamic Republic of Afghanistan would like to inform the Committee of the measures taken to ensure the implementation and administration of the Agreement as follows:
Standardization activities in Afghanistan come under the coordination of Afghanistan National Standard Authority (ANSA). Ministerial Council of the Government of the Islamic Republic of Afghanistan has adopted ANSA as an independent authority under the resolution No.20 dated 29/05/1386 and subsequently on 06/12/1386 Afghanistan National Standard Authority was ratified by the Parliament as an independent authority. 
To support the Government of the Islamic Republic of Afghanistan, ANSA got the membership of IEC, ISO and SMIIC. Henceforward, ANSA works in term of standards development for industrial sectors including electrical, mechanical, building, construction, industrial safety, chemical, food packaging and cosmetic areas.
Afghan National Standard Law was published by Presidential Decree No.112 dated 1391/11/2 in 5 chapter and 26 articles. It is available in the website of Ministry of Justice. Dari version the law is accessible in the link http://moj.gov.af/content/files/OfficialGazette/01101/OG_01107.pdf. Technical regulations and standards are published in the website of http://ansa.gov.af. Usually ANSA allowed 60 days for comment on a draft measure 
According to the requirement of the Agreement, the government of the Islamic Republic of Afghanistan has appointed Afghanistan National Standards Authority –ANSA- as the enquiry point and notification body.
