- Some technical terms for design patents were changed to better reflect the examination practices for design patents as well as Article 136 of the Patent Act. 
Article 86: amended on March 7, 2016 and entered into force on March 9, 2016
- The applicant wishing to postpone publishing a patent may make a request to the Specific Patent Agency at the time of paying patent certificate fee and the first year patent annuity fee. The time period that the publication of a patent may be postponed is extended from 3 to 6 months.
