DESCRIPTION OF THE MEASURE:
The Institute of Chartered Accountants of India (ICAI) has entered into a Mutual Recognition Agreement (MRA) with the South African Institute of Chartered Accountants (SAICA). Under the terms of the MRA, members in good standing of either Institute can become members of the other Institute after fulfilling the requirements prescribed in the MRA.

For ICAI Members: ICAI members in good standing having at least 2 (two) years' appropriate post-qualification experience are exempted from giving the 3-year Certificate course in Theory of Accounting (CTA) and Initial Test of Competence (ITC) and are only required to write and pass the SAICA APC examination. 

For SAICA Members: SAICA members in good standing having at least 2 (two) years' post qualification experience will become eligible for ICAI membership subject to passing ICAI examinations in:

• Taxation;
• Company Law; and
• Information Systems Control and Audit.
