Applies to any type of glaze, whether or not coloured, with or without 
decoration, which may be on the inside, outside or both sides of the article. Applies to 
articles with glazing fired at temperatures of (990 °C) or above. If there is decoration, 
it will have been fired at temperatures of (715 °C) or above. Glazing and/or decoration 
containing cadmium is subject to this Standard whatever the firing temperature.
