	Description of content:  This policy directive describes the import requirements for Chrysanthemum species, Dendranthema species, and Leucanthemella serotina plant material from all countries, to prevent the introduction of chrysanthemum white rust, Puccinia horiana, P.Henn. into Canada. 
Off-continent United States and all other countries are considered infested with chrysanthemum white rust. Regulated areas within the continental US are:  Contra Costa and Santa Cruz, California; Clackmas, Oregon;  Clallam and Snohomish, Washington, Pennsylvania, Delaware, Maryland, and New York.
This notification serves to advise Members that Canada has increased the regulated areas within the United States to include the entire state of California where P. horiana occurs, or is suspected to occur.  The Canadian Food Inspection Agency has revised D-97-05 to include this state as regulated areas (Appendix 1).

	Nature of the urgent problem(s) and reasons for urgent action:  P. horiana is a serious fungal disease of chrysanthemums and a quarantine pest to Canada.  It is spread by infected host materials and can be difficult to detect by visual inspection.  The USDA has recently reported that P. horiana has been identified in two additional locations in the State of California.
Canada will continue to revise its list of regulated areas as new information on the distribution of this pathogen becomes available.
