Description of content:  This proposed regulatory amendment would establish Maximum Residue Limits (MRLs) under the Food and Drugs Act for residues of chlorpyrifos in imported apples, peppers, rutabagas and kiwi fruit, in order to permit the import and sale of food containing these residues. MRLs for chlorpyrifos in meat and meat by-products of cattle based on fat content, fat, liver and kidney of cattle as well as on citrus fruits have previously been established.  By virtue of subsection B.15.002(1) of the Food and Drug Regulations the MRL for other crops is 0.1 parts per million (ppm).
