Description of content:  Glufosinate-ammonium is registered under the Pest Control Products Act  as a herbicide for the control of a wide range of annual and biannual weeds and as a post-harvest treatment on many crops.  Maximum Residue Limits (MRLs) have been established under the Food and Drugs Act for residues of glufosinate-ammonium, and its metabolite, in lentils, rapeseed (canola), dry white beans, potatoes and in liver and kidney of cattle, goats, hogs, poultry and sheep resulting from this use.  By virtue of subsection B.15.002(1) of the Food and Drug Regulations, the MRL for other cops is 0.1 parts per million (ppm).
