Description of content: Health Canada has received a submission to allow the use of aminopeptidase enzyme from Lactococcus lactis in the production of cheese, dairy-based flavouring preparations and food protein hydrolyzates.

Extensive studies have determined the safety and efficacy of aminopeptidase from Lactococcus lactis for the proposed uses. The specifications for this enzyme conform to the requirements for enzyme preparations in the Food Chemicals Codex 4th Edition.  This enzyme has been approved for use in the United States since 1995.

The proposed amendments would permit the use of the aminopeptidase enzyme from Lactococcus lactis in combination with other permitted food enzymes to enhance the rate of ripening in (named variety) cheese and to prevent the formation of bitter off-flavours in the production of dairy-based flavouring preparations and food protein hydrolysates. In these applications, the aminopeptidase enzyme would be used at levels consistent with "Good Manufacturing Practice".
