Description of content:  Iprodione is registered under the Pest Control Products Act as a fungicide for the control of rot, spots, molds, mildew and blights on many crops as a seed, pre-plant, pre-emergent, post-emergent or post-harvest treatment. Maximum Residue Limits (MRLs) have been established under the Food and Drugs Act for residues of iprodione and its metabolites resulting from this use in Canada and in other countries at 60 parts per million (p.p.m.) in raisins, 15 p.p.m. in lettuce, 10 p.p.m. in grapes, peaches and raspberries, 5 p.p.m. in carrots, cherries, strawberries and wine, 3 p.p.m. in apricots, 2 p.p.m. in plums and prunes, 0.5 p.p.m. in cucumbers, kiwi fruit (edible portion) and tomatoes and 0.3 p.p.m. in beans. By virtue of subsection B.15.002(1) of the Food and Drug Regulations, the MRL for other foods is 0.1 p.p.m.

The Pest Management Regulatory Agency (PMRA), of Health Canada, has recently approved an application to amend the registration of iprodione in order to allow its use for the control of alternaria black spot on rapeseed (canola) as a post-emergent treatment. This proposed regulatory amendment would establish an MRL for residues of iprodione and its metabolites resulting from this use in rapeseed (canola), in order to permit the sale of food containing these residues.

After the review of all available data, the PMRA has determined that an MRL for iprodione, including its metabolites, of 1 p.p.m. in rapeseed (canola) would not pose an unacceptable health risk to the public.
