Based on the result of pest risk analysis, and in order to protect the resources of forest, environment and tourism, an emergency interim phytosanitary measure shall be taken with regard to wood packing materials originating in the European Communities.  The measure requires that the wood packing materials be treated with heat, fumigation or other effective methods approved by AQSIQ before the shipment.  A Phytosanitary Certificate shall be issued by official authorities of the exporting county to certify that the above-described treatment requirements are met.
