	Nature of the urgent problem(s) and reasons for urgent action:
The Colombian Agricultural Institute (ICA) has received reports that the arthropod Cryptolestes pusilloides, which is a quarantine pest for Colombia, has been intercepted in consignments of unroasted coffee beans at border crossings. The presence of this pest has been detected in stored coffee beans and other grains, including rice, which poses a phytosanitary risk for Colombian production, and which, if the pest were introduced into Colombia, would result in high control costs for producers, including with regard to the use of agrochemicals, and in a potential decline in agricultural trade with countries in which this pest is considered a quarantine pest.
In light of the above, it is necessary for the ICA to prevent the risk of introducing this pest, at any stage, into the country, as a precaution measure to avoid damage to plant health and to stop the spread of quarantine pests to crops of economic importance for the country.
