	Description of content: The notified text authorizes the entry of potatoes subject to compliance with the various risk mitigation measures established in Resolution No. DSFE-12-2014, which sets forth the requirements to be met by the certification of the national plant protection organization (NPPO) of the exporting country.
Protocol No. 001/2014/ARP issued by the Phytosanitary Risk Analysis Unit must be applied from the moment the product arrives at the point of entry until it reaches the place where it is to undergo processing.
The product must be accompanied by a phytosanitary certificate stating that it is free from potato purple-top wilt phytoplasma.
Plants must be sprayed with maleic hydrazide (1,2-dihydropyridazine-3-6-dione; MH) near the end of the growing season, but before senescence (NAPPO, 2013).
Shipments will be subject to phytosanitary control at the point of entry into Costa Rica by officials of the State Phytosanitary Service of the Ministry of Agriculture and Livestock, who will verify compliance with the requirements and decide whether or not to authorize importation, on the basis of the accompanying documents.
