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The following communication, received on 28 November 2006, is being circulated at the request of the Delegation of the European Communities.

Animal by-products and products derived therefrom not intended for human consumption:  processing of milk and milk products intended for feeding
Following comments received from EC trade partners, the text notified in G/SPS/N/EEC/103/Add.11 (17 March 2006) Regulation (EC) No.1774/2002 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 3 October 2002 laying down health rules concerning animal by-products not intended for human consumption (Official Journal L273, 10 October 2002 pp.1-95, notified in G/SPS/N/EEC/103, 24 November 2000) is replaced by document SANCO/10326/2005 Rev.8.
In the new proposal, the modifications to Chapter V of Annex VII to Regulation (EC) N° 1774/2002 concerning part A "Processing standards" requires that milk must be subjected to one of the following treatments:

2.1
Sterilisation at a level of at least F03;

2.2
HTST
 applied twice;

2.3
HTST in combination with

(a) either another physical treatment, by

(i) a drying process that in the case of milk intended for feeding is combined with additional heating to 72°C or more;  or

(ii) lowering the pH below 6 for at least 1 jour;  or

(b) the condition that the milk/milk product has been produced at least 21 days before shipping and during that period no case of foot-and-mouth disease has been detected in the Member state of origin.

Part B(4) reads now:
4.
By way of derogation from paragraph 1, Member states shall authorise imports of milk and milk products from third countries listed in Column "A" of Annex I to Decision 2004/438/EC provided the milk and milk products have undergone a single HTST treatment and have been produced at least 21 days before shipping and during this period no case of foot-and-mouth disease has been detected in the exporting country".
In Chapter 2, the health certificate for milk and milk products not intended for human consumption also allows transit through the European Community.
