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Addendum
The following communication, received on 20 November 2007, is being circulated at the request of the Delegation of the European Communities.

Animal by-products and products derived therefrom not intended for human consumption:  definition of bloodmeal [circulating under HS heading 2301] and conditions for co-existence of slaughterhouses and processing plants on the same site
Regulation (EC) No. 1774/2002 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 3 October 2002 laying down health rules concerning animal by-products not intended for human consumption (O. J. L273, 10 October 2002 pp. 1-95, notified in G/SPS/N/EEC/103, 24 November 2000) provides for rules concerning the means of disposal and uses of animal by-products, including blood and blood fractions which are destined for uses other than human consumption, such as in animal feed.

As regards blood fractions from non-ruminant animals which have undergone ante-mortem inspection and are subsequently heat-treated, these rules are open to interpretation.
The regulatory proposal notified hereby "Draft Commission Regulation amending Annexes I, V and VII to Regulation (EC) No. 1774/2002 of the European Parliament and of the Council laying down health rules concerning animal by-products not intended for human consumption" (Document SANCO/10586/2006 Rev.6) seeks to clarify the legal status of such heat-treated blood fractions by qualifying them as bloodmeal.  It is proposed to extend the heat-treatments to blood fractions which are already applicable to whole blood.

Proposed date of application:
Cannot be foreseen now.  Most probably six month after the date of adoption.

This is a trade facilitation measure, softening existing conditions therefore no comment period applies although any comment on this proposal is welcomed anytime.
