Recent outbreaks in the EC territory indicate that citrus longhorned beetle has the potential to establish within the EC.  Therefore, specific measures to protect the host plants from attack of this harmful organism are urgently needed within the EC.  A survey to check for the presence and for the evidence of infestation by the specified organism will be carried out on host plants in the EC Member States.  The measures will be reviewed after one year.
