Reports on Avian Influenza occurrences in the China, Hong Kong, India, Thailand and Macao, China has prompted the Department to prohibit imports of the above commodities from China, Hong Kong, India, Thailand and Macao, China with immediate effect.  The above emergency import restriction measures will be reviewed based on the health status and information on disease control measures provided by relevant authorities of the countries concerned.
