Fresh living underground parts of Philodendrona spp., Maranta spp., Stromanthe spp., Ctenonthe spp., Persea spp., Strelitzia spp. and Jasminum spp. will be added to the list of prohibited plants or plant products of item 12 because they have been identified as hosts of Radopholus citrophilus or R. similes.

Australia (except Tasmania), Palau, Guam, Micronesia, Papua New Guinea and Solomon Islands will be added to the countries or regions of import prohibition of item 12 because the existence of Radopholus citrophilus or R. similes has been identified in these areas.
