Description of content:  There is a need for action to control the presence and amount of toxic residues in products of animal origin in order to prevent risks to human health.  An effective programme for toxic residues makes it possible to participate more confidently in the international food trade with the necessary basis for guaranteeing that food meat products are harmless.  Owing to the continual marketing of domestic and imported meat, it is essential to update the maximum permissible limits of toxic residues in such products.  Accordingly, pursuant to proposals from various quarters, this draft amendment to the Mexican Official Standard has now been published and will be mandatory throughout the national territory.  Its purpose is to specify the maximum permissible limits of toxic residues in fat, liver, muscle and kidneys of poultry, cattle, goats, cervids, horses, sheep and swine.
