It also has the authority to propose changes to or to cancel Mexican Official Standards when the scientific assumptions regarding pests have changed.


Paragraph 4.1 concerning products subject to complete quarantine has been amended to read as follows:

4.1
Products subject to complete quarantine


The introduction and transport through Mexico to a third country destination of the plant products listed below, originating and consigned from the following countries, are prohibited:

Products


Beans, rape or colza, wheat, sunflower, maize, cotton, rice, hemp, sorghum, soyabeans (soya), and flax.

Product Group:  Nutmeg;  wheat or wheatmeal flour;  rye flour;  corn flour/maize flour;  rice flour;  cereal flours;  flour, meal and powder of potatoes;  flour, meal and powder of dried leguminous vegetables;  cassava flour/manioc flour;  flour, meal, and powder of sago;  cashew flour;  flour, meal and powder of fruit;  soyabean meal;  cotton meal;  copal;  natural gums, resins, gum resins, and balsams;  sweet biscuits;  waffles and wafers;  mustard flour;  oil cakes, and other solid residues, whether or not ground, or in the form of pellets, resulting from the extraction of soya oils;  natural rubber;  synthetic rubber;  wood chips or particles, sawdust, wood waste and scraps, whether or not agglomerated into logs, briquettes, pellets, or similar form (used for packaging);  shelled brazil nuts;  shelled cashew nuts; shelled almonds;  shelled walnuts;  dried apples;  dried cherries;  sunflower flour;  flours and meals of oilseeds and oleaginous fruits;  dried apricots (not stoned);  dried plums;  dried pears;  dried peaches (not stoned);  lucerne (alfalfa) meal and pellets;  lac;  arabic gum.
