Description of content:.

The present regulation designates the corpses of cattle older than one year, sheep and goats as specific high-risk materials.  In EC Decision 97/534 of the Commission of the European Communities of 30 July 1997, parts of cattle, sheep and goats are designated as specific high-risk materials.

In the interest of public health, corpses from which these parts have not been removed should be completely destroyed.

The present Decree implements the amendments of the destruction Act of 14 May 1998 implementing Decision No.97/534/EC of 30 July 1997 banning, in connection with transmittable spongiform encephalopathy, the use of risk materials (OJ L 216).  The basis for this is that specific high-risk materials may in no way be brought into food or the food of feed chain.  This can only be achieved by destroying not only the parts referred to in the Decision but also the corpses of cattle older than one year, sheep and goats from which these parts have not been removed.  In the interest of public health, the corpses in question must be completely destroyed.
