Description of content:  The draft import health standard above regulates the importation of wool packs which have contained the fibre of sheep, goats and lamoids (alpaca, llama, vicuña, guanaco).  The standard applies to all countries.

The standard is based upon the MAF import risk analysis "Unprocessed fibre of sheep and goats".  After additional analysis, MAF determined that lamoid fibre posed no additional risks to those posed by fibre of sheep and goats, and could be imported under the same conditions.

All imports of wool packs will require importation into a facility registered by MAF, where treatment safeguards will be applied.
