Pre-export testing regime for paramyxovirus 1, paramyxovirus 2, paramyxovirus3, Mycoplasma iowae, Salmonella Gallinarum, Salmonella Pullorum, Salmonella Arizonae, Salmonella Enteritidis phage type 4 and Salmonella Typhimurium definitive phage type 104.

Post-arrival quarantine period of 35 days in New Zealand with a further testing regime for paramyxovirus 1, paramyxovirus 2, paramyxovirus 3, Mycoplasma iowae, Salmonella Gallinarum, Salmonella Pullorum, Salmonella Arizonae, Salmonella Enteritidis phage type 4 and Salmonella Typhimurium definitive phage type 104.

To prevent the entry of Salmonella Enteritidis PT 4 and Salmonella Typhimurium DT 104 into the avian population of New Zealand.

In addition to the requirements specified in the Code, the import health standard requires a diagnostic test for these two diseases.

The import health standard complies with recommendations in the Code for Salmonella Pullorum and Salmonella Gallinarum.
