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Addendum


The following communication, dated 5 May 2000, has been received from Uruguay.

In accordance with Decisions 1999/449, 1999/788 and 2000/150 of the Commission of the European Communities, from 24 February 2000 onwards, the Ministry of Livestock, Agriculture and Fisheries of Uruguay ceased to apply restrictive measures on products of animal origin, animal feed and raw materials for its preparation from Belgium or any other member State of the European Community involved in dioxin contamination, except in the case of products for human and animal consumption derived from swine or poultry slaughtered before 20 September 1999 and coming from Belgium.  The restrictive measures had been notified to the Committee on Sanitary and Phytosanitary Measures in documents G/SPS/N/URY/3 and G/SPS/N/URY/3/Rev.1.


Likewise, from 25 April 2000 onwards, taking into account Decision 2000/301, of the Commission of the European Communities, the Ministry of Livestock, Agriculture and Fisheries ceased to apply the remaining import restrictions on products for human and animal consumption derived from swine or chickens slaughtered before 20 September 1999 and coming from Belgium. 


Consequently, there are no longer any products of animal origin, animal feed or raw materials for its preparation from any of the member States of the European Community subject, in Uruguay, to measures of protection against dioxin contamination.
