Unfortunately, wheat bran's tolerance exemption was not revoked in the final rule (24 May 2002) because of an administrative error.  No comments were received on the proposed or the final rule.  Therefore, wheat bran's tolerance exemption was not revoked in the final rule for any reason but omission.
