2-Propenoic Acid, Methyl Ester, Polymer with Ethenyl Acetate, Hydrolyzed, Sodium Salts; Tolerance Exemption

This regulation establishes an exemption from the requirement of a tolerance for residues of 2-propenoic acid, methyl ester, polymer with ethenyl acetate, hydrolyzed, sodium salts (CAS Reg. No. 886993-11-9) when used as an inert ingredient in a pesticide chemical formulation.


This regulation is effective 28 February 2007.  Objections and requests for hearings must be received on or before 30 April 2007, identified by docket number EPA-HQ-OPP-2006-0603.
