The following communication, received on 14 February 2007, is being circulated at the request of the Delegation of the United States.

Tris (2-ethylhexyl) Phosphate; Exemption from the Requirement of a Tolerance


This regulation establishes an exemption from the requirement of a tolerance for residues of tris phosphate (TEHP, CAS Reg. No. 78-42-2) when used as an inert ingredient in pesticide formulations with the active ingredients pinoxaden, clodinafop- propargyl, and tralkoxydium, with no more than two applications per season when applied to wheat and barley up to the pre-boot stage (prior to formation of edible grain).  This regulation eliminates the need to establish a maximum permissible level for residues of TEHP.

This regulation is effective 7 February 2007.  Objections and requests for hearings must be received on or before 9 April 2007, and must be filed under docket identification (ID) number EPA-HQ-OPP-2006-0970.
