Notice of Receipt of Requests for Amendments to Delete Uses in Certain Pesticide Registrations


In accordance with federal law, EPA is issuing a notice of receipt of request for amendments by registrants to delete uses for methyl parathion as follows:  cabbage, dried beans, dried peas, hops, lentils, pecans, and sugar beets.  Relevant Agency rulemaking procedure provides that a registrant of a pesticide product may at any time request that any of its pesticide registrations be amended to delete one or more uses.  Federal law further provides that, before acting on the request, EPA must publish a notice of receipt of any request in the Federal Register.


This regulation is effective 25 May 2007.  Comments or withdrawal requests must be received on or before 25 May 2007, and may be identified by docket number EPA-HQ-OPP- 2007-0244.
