Description of content: The US Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) is proposing to revoke tolerances listed in the regulatory text for the insecticides diazinon, parathion, O,O‑Diethyl S‑[2‑(ethylthio)ethyl] phosphorodithioate (disulfoton), ethoprop, and carbaryl. EPA expects to determine whether any individuals or groups want to support these tolerances. The regulatory actions in this proposal are part of the Agency's reregistration program under the Federal Insecticide, Fungicide, and Rodenticide Act (FIFRA), and the tolerance reassessment requirements of the Federal Food, Drug, and Cosmetic Act (FFDCA). By law, EPA is required to reassess 33 per cent of the tolerances that were in existence on 2 August 1996, by August 1999, or about 3,200 tolerances. The regulatory actions proposed in this document pertain to the proposed revocation of 29 tolerances and/or exemptions, of which 25 would be counted among reassessments made toward the August 1999 review deadline of FFDCA section 408(q), as amended by the Food Quality Protection Act (FQPA) of 1996.

Those four Codex tolerances are for pineapple fodder, pineapple forage, sugarcane fodder and sugarcane forage at 0.02 PPM.  The other pesticide actions listed in this proposal do not have an international standard, guideline or recommendation.
