	Food Safety Modernization Act

	
The United States President signed the Food Safety Modernization Act into law on 4 January 2011.  The intent of the law is to increase the safety of the US food supply.  Some of the key features of the new law are:  prevention (e.g., preventive controls for food facilities, produce safety, intentional contamination);  inspections and compliance (frequency of inspection, expanded records access, third party laboratory testing);  enhanced enforcement tools (e.g., recall, administrative detention, suspension of registration); enhanced partnerships (e.g., surveillance, inspection, food laboratories) and import safety (e.g., foreign supplier verification by importers, mandatory certification for high risk foods, accreditation of third party auditors).

As mentioned in the original notification, G/SPS/N/USA/2156, the law has now been officially published by the United States Government Printing Office, and this addendum provides an electronic link to the law: "http://www.gpo.gov/fdsys/pkg/PLAW-111publ353/pdf/PLAW-111publ353.pdf".
