Description of content: This notice announces the initial filing of pesticide petitions proposing the establishment of regulations for residues of certain pesticide chemicals in or on various food commodities. 

EPA has received a pesticide petition proposing pursuant to section 408(d) of the Federal Food, Drug, and Cosmetic Act (FFDCA), 21 U.S.C. 346a(d), to amend 40 CFR part 180 to establish an exemption from the requirement of a tolerance for the microbial pesticide Coniothyrium minitans strain CON/M/91‑08. Pursuant to section 408(d)(2)(A)(i) of the FFDCA, as amended, the petitioner has submitted a summary of information, data, and arguments in support of their pesticide petition. EPA has not fully evaluated the merits of the pesticide petition.

Coniothyrium minitans strain CON/M/91‑08 is proposed for use to control Sclerotinia species in the soil of any agricultural crop. The end‑use product, CONTANS<Register>WG, is applied as a spray to the soil, which is followed with mechanical incorporation (i.e. rotating) into the first one to two inches of the top soil layer. The product is applied as a preplant treatment, 3 to 4 months prior to planting the crop, or as a postharvest treatment to plant residues.
