Final Rule:  Chlorfenapyr;  Pesticide Tolerance


This regulation establishes a tolerance for residues of 4-bromo-2-(4-chlorophenyl)-1-(ethoxymethyl)-5-(trifluoromethyl)-1H-pyrrole-3-carbonitrile, chlorfenapyr, in or on all foods except Vegetables, fruiting group 8 at 0.01 ppm.


This regulation is effective 26 January 2005.  Objections and requests for hearings, identified by docket ID number "OPP-2004-0362" must be received on or before 28 March 2005.
