Products that use the pesticide Diallyl Sulfides (DADs)


This regulation eliminates the need to establish a maximum permissible level for residues of DADs in/on garlic, leeks, onions, and shallots.  Platte Chemical Company submitted a petition to EPA under section 408(d)(1)(B) of the Federal Food, Drug, and Cosmetic Act (FFDCA), requesting an exemption from the requirement of a tolerance.  In the Federal Register of 21 November 2001 (66 FR 58481) (FRL-6802-2), EPA issued a notice pursuant to section 408(d)(3) of the FFDCA, 21 U.S.C. 346a(d)(3), announcing the filing of a pesticide tolerance petition (PP 1F6316) by Platte Chemical Company.  As required by section 408(d)(2)(A)(i)(I), this notice included a summary of the petition prepared by the petitioner Platte Chemical Company.  There were no comments received in response to the notice of filing.  The petition requested that 40 CFR part 180 be amended by establishing an exemption from the requirement of a tolerance for residues of Diallyl sulfides.
