C8, C10, and C12 Straight-Chain Fatty Acid Monoesters of Glycerol and Propylene Glycol;  Exemption from the Requirement of a Tolerance


This final rule establishes an exemption from the requirement of a tolerance for residues of the C8, C10, and C12 straight-chain fatty acid monoesters of glycerol and propylene glycol on all raw agricultural commodities and food when applied/used in accordance with good agricultural practices.

This regulation is effective 23 June 2004.  Objections and requests for hearings must be received on or before 23 August 2004.


In the Federal Register of 12 December 2001 (66 FR 64251) (FRL-6809-8), EPA issued a notice announcing the filing of a pesticide tolerance petition (PP 1F6314).  There were no comments received in response to the notice of filing.
