Propoxycarbazone-sodium; Pesticide Tolerance


This regulation establishes a tolerance for combined residues of propoxycarbazone-sodium and its metabolite in or on meat, meat byproducts, wheat and milk.


This regulation is effective 7 July 2004.  Objections and requests for hearings must be received on or before 7 September 2004.


In the Federal Register of 21 August 2002 (67 FR 54188) (FRL-7195 2), the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) issued a notice announcing the filing of a pesticide petition (PP 0F6094). There were no comments received in response to the notice of filing.
