Fenpyroximate; Pesticide Tolerance

This regulation establishes a tolerance for combined residues of fenpyroximate and its metabolities in or on apple fruit at 0.8 ppm, grape at 0.3 ppm, cotton undelinted seed at 0.1 ppm, cotton gin byproducts at 9.0 ppm, milk at 0.01 ppm, liver and kidney of cattle, goat, hog, horse, and sheep at 0.50 ppm, and meat, fat, and meat byproducts (excluding liver and kidney) of cattle, goat, hog, horse, and sheep at 0.02, 0.08, and 0.01 ppm, respectively.


This regulation is effective 10 June 2004.


In the Federal Register of 11 July 2003 (68 FR 41345) (FRL-7314-8), EPA issued a notice announcing the filing of pesticide petitions.  There were no comments received in response to the notice of filing.
