Bacillus pumilus GB34; Exemption from the Requirement of a Tolerance

This final rule establishes an exemption from the requirement of a tolerance for residues of the microbial pesticide Bacillus pumilus GB34 when used as a seed treatment in or on all food commodities.  An exemption is also granted for such residues on treated but unplanted soybean seeds.

This regulation is effective 22 December 2004. Objections and requests for hearings must be received on or before 22 February 2005.
