Each party shall recognise the operation of the other parties’ quality management systems - within the programs as defined in this Arrangement - as equivalent to its own. It will also recommend and promote the acceptance of the certificates of conformity within the recognised scopes from the bodies accredited by the participating bodies as being on an equal basis with those of its own accredited bodies.
