	Description of content: The operation of vehicles is a major source of smog-forming air pollutants, which are linked to premature deaths as well as other important adverse health and environmental effects. The Government of Canada is proposing to take further steps to address the sulphur content of gasoline and air pollutant emissions from cars and trucks to help ensure cleaner air for Canadians.
The proposed Regulations Amending the Sulphur in Gasoline Regulations (the proposed SiGR Amendments) and the proposed Regulations Amending the On-Road Vehicle and Engine Emission Regulations and Other Regulations Made Under the Canadian Environmental Protection Act, 1999 (the proposed ORVEER Amendments) would align with the United States Environmental Protection Agency (U.S. EPA) Tier 3 standards, which include lower limits on the sulphur content of gasoline and stricter limits on air pollutant emissions from new passenger cars, light-duty trucks and certain heavy-duty vehicles beginning with the 2017 model year.
Consequential amendments are also proposed to ensure consistency with Environment Canada's suite of on-road vehicle and engine emission regulations for vehicle importation. These consequential amendments would modify the Passenger Automobile and Light Truck Greenhouse Gas Emission Regulations and the Heavy-duty Vehicle and Engine Greenhouse Gas Emission Regulations to simplify the requirements regarding information to be submitted for vehicle importation into Canada to be consistent with the proposed amendments to the On-Road Vehicle and Engine Emission Regulations.
