The major differences between the old version and this new revised draft standard are as follows:
· Reduces the range of allowed viscosity;
· Deletes the paragraph dealing with standard compatibility;
· Deletes the paragraph dealing with sampling for oil characteristics test and instead requires to sample according to the American Standard ASTM D4057-06;
· Changes the requirements and the test methods.
