The major differences between the old version and this new revised draft standard are as follow:
· Expends the standard's scope to include also dry mixtures of cocoa and sugar
· Changes paragraph 6 dealing with labelling and applies the requirement of Israel Mandatory Standard SI 1145
· Adds new hygiene and microbiological requirements (paragraph 4 and 5)
This revision will enter into force 36 months after publication in Israel Official Gazette, Section of Government Notices. During this time cocoa powders will be tested according the old standard.
