	Description of content: Revision of the Mandatory Standard SI 1548 dealing with mattresses and bumpers for infants. This draft standard revision adopts the British Standard BS 1877 – 10: 2011 and A1: 2012. The major differences between the old version and this new revised draft standard are due to the implementation of the new amendment of the British Standard. In addition the standard's Hebrew section includes the following:
· Deals with different materials for the mattress core

· Adds to the standard's scope the padding for diaper changing units

· Removes from the standard's scope mattresses for special medical needs, such as mattresses designed for dealing with reflux

· Changes the standard's normative references appearing in paragraph 2

· Adds to paragraph 4.3 dealing with mattress construction a requirement that the mattress' core material shall comply with the requirement of the relevant Israeli Standard

· Adds to paragraph 4.4 dealing with covering materials a requirement to comply with either the British Standard BS EN 14976 or with Israel Standard SI 278. It also adds that mattresses with softened PVC covering shall comply with the no-phthalates requirements as detailed in paragraph 4 (general) of Israel Mandatory Standard SI 562 part 9 for toys designed for children under 36 months and tested according to the method of analysis as detailed in paragraph 44

· Replaces paragraph 7 dealing with marking and adds a requirement to include warnings in Hebrew and Arabic

· Adds paragraph 9 dealing with ignition resistance and a requirement to comply with Israel Standard SI 5418
