· Harmonization of the KMVSS with UN Regulations (Article 24-25, Article 27, Table 1, Table 5-24, Table 5-28): Improving safety standards on driver's and passenger's seat (UN Regulation No. 107), tyre safety(UN Regulation No. 117, seat belt reminder system (UN Regulation No. 16), and pedestrian safety (UN Regulation No. 127, Flex-PLI)

· Mandatory installation and standard of emergency exit (Table 5-31): Introduction of the emergency exit on the automobile for more than 16 passengers in order to facilitate emergency evacuation of the occupants such as the fire on motor vehicles, and additional installation standard is available to be applied selectively. (UN Regulation No. 107)

· Safety requirements on child transport vehicles (Article 54, Article 58 and Article 94): The installation of the maximum speed limit device for 9 passengers vehicles to secure child traffic, adjustment of visible light transmittance by more than 70% for preventing from leaving a child inside the vehicles, and adjustment of siren sound standard for the emergency vehicles
