TITLE: Energy Conservation Program: Definition for General Service Lamps
AGENCY: Office of Energy Efficiency and Renewable Energy, Department of Energy
ACTION: Final rules; withdrawal
SUMMARY: On 11 February 2019, the U.S. Department of Energy (DOE) published a notice of proposed rulemaking (NOPR) proposing to withdraw the revised definitions of general service lamp (GSL), general service incandescent lamp (GSIL) and other supplemental definitions, that were to go into effect on 1 January 2020. DOE responds to comments received on the NOPR in this final rule and maintains the existing regulatory definitions of GSL and GSIL, which are the same as the statutory definitions of those terms.
DATES: The final rules published on 19 January 2017 (82 FR 7276 and 82 FR 7322), are withdrawn effective 7 October 2019.
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
